Parental Leave Stronger Voice at Work

8 weeks primary carer, 2 weeks secondary (Year 1). 12 Increased annual consultative meetings,
weeks primary carer, 4 weeks secondary carer (Year 2). improved induction rights.

This is on top of previous wins from a growing humber of members joining the TWU, completing pledges
for action and off the back of strong industrial action in 2021. They include:

e Increased superannuation to 14% (+0.5% ¢ TWU super inductions
Y1 & +0.5% Y2) « Anti-discrimination clause
« 15 days domestic violence leave « Part-time to full-time conversion rights
e New cultural religious leave provisions « Upskilling pathway
» Paid mental health first aid training « Commitment to supporting industry reform
» Paid BlueCard safety training for all transport workers.
