o HOURS Establish minimum guaranteed hours for part-timers

0 INCREASED PAY AND SUPER to reflect cost of living pressures
0 CONSULTATION Improved consultation provisions
0 ROSTERING Increased roster period from 14 days to 28 days, with a 2 consecutive day break

0 BETTER CONDITIONS Paid meal breaks, minimum staffing requirements
